August 10, 2004

CALL TO ORDER: Chairperson Craig Smith at 3809 Legoe Bay Road, Lummi Island, WA. 98262 called the Regular Meeting for August 10, 2004 to order, at 7:10 p.m.

PRESENT:  In attendance were Commissioner Bob Busch, Commissioner Craig Smith, Commissioner Pete Cameron, Fire Chief Duncan McLane, and Board Secretary Barbara Wallace.

GUEST:  Alice Cords of PSC – Disposal of Toxic waste.

Chairperson Craig Smith set the standard order aside and has given the floor over to our Guest Alice Cords of PSC.

Alice Cords explained that PSC has the contract with Whatcom County for collection of Hazardous waste materials.  They book a Household Hazardous Waste site in remote areas each year.  They are proposing one of these sites for Lummi Island this year and would like to hold it on Saturday, October 9th, 2004 from approximately 11:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.  They are at the present time proposing to hold the event at the church parking lot, and at this time are waiting for the Pastor to get back with them.  After the event they would like to move the drums, etc., to the building on the fire district property across the street from the fire hall until they can safely be removed from the island.  The Whatcom Chief Captain has stated that they could do the removal during one of the fuel runs.

If arrangements with the Church do not work out, or the fire district property can be graded to make it more viable to have the waste brought there, then PSC would like to know if they could use that for their site. 

The above request is agreeable with the Board and Alice Cords will keep the Chief updated with the needs.  PSC will be supplying a Certificate of Insurance to both the Church and/or the Fire District for this event.

Chairperson Craig Smith thanked Alice Cords for attending the meeting, and the service they are trying to set up for the Community.  He then resumed the standard order of the meeting.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Commissioner Busch made motion, “To approve the minutes of the July 13, 2004 minutes as presented, noting the correct spelling of Mary’s last name to Culbertson.”  Motion seconded by Commissioner Cameron, AND PASSED 3-0.

PAYROLL:

Motion:
Commissioner Cameron made motion, “To approve the payroll for August 2004.”  Seconded by Commissioner Busch, AND PASSED 3-0.

BLANKET VOUCHERS:

The Board of Commissioners, at 3809 Legoe Bay Road, Lummi Island, Wa. 98262 reviewed the regular Blanket vouchers approval documents for August 2004 expenses for approval of payments, on August 10, 2004 and approved.  “Vouchers audited and certified by RCW 42.24.080, and those expenses, reimbursement claims certified as required by RCW 42.24.090, have been made available to the Board.”

Motion:
Commissioner Busch made motion, “To approve the vouchers for August 2004, and approve for payment those vouchers included in the list in the amount of $6,641.50.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Cameron, AND PASSED 3-0.

FINANCIAL/SECRETARY REPORTS:

Financial Secretary Barbara Wallace reported to the Board that there is no financial report, as the paperwork has not yet been received from the Courthouse.

COMMUNICATIONS:

CHIEF’S REPORT:

Chief reported that we had 6 EMS, 2 Fire, and 1 MVA call in July 2004.

Chief Duncan McLane reviewed the numbers that we would be looking at between a Fire Levy to $1.00 and an EMS Levy of $ .20 cents.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

Commissioner Smith informed the Board that he had spoken with Dick Preve and the Fire District property will not be needed for parking during dry dock.  They will be using the Grange parking lot.

Lummi Island Heritage Trust: Commissioner Busch handed out a memo (attached) from Jim Beld on what he feels is needed to this agreement.  By agreement of the Board members, Commissioner Busch is to continue follow up on this issue.

Commissioner Busch to obtain a copy of the mortgage breakdown of Donna Granger after the meeting from the Board Secretary.  Commissioner Busch will hand deliver this paperwork.

Beverly Busch has requested a receipt for the computer she donated to the fire district.

Chief McLane reported to the Board that he is still working on the 11-year forecast/proposed budget.

Commissioner Busch has asked Chief McLane to contact Bill Boyd to see if there would be interest in contracting with Lummi Island for transport.

The Board discussed the Levy issues.  In 1992 the Fire District had both a Fire Levy to $1.00 and an EMS Levy on the ballot.  Voter approval was 80%.

The Board decided that putting two issues on the ballot with today’s economy would not be in the best interest of the district.

Motion:
Commissioner Busch made motion, “To go with putting an EMS levy on the November 17th ballot for $ .20 cent per thousand.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Smith, AND PASSED 3-0.
Resolution # 156 to be drawn up and the Board members called to sign the Resolution.  This resolution must be to the courthouse by September 17th, 2004 to be placed on the ballot for the November election.

NEW BUSINESS:

None

ANNOUNCEMENTS:

Commissioner Pete Cameron stated that he would be out of town on September 14, 2004 which would be our next Commissioners Meeting.  Commissioner Robert Busch stated he would also be out of town.  With this it was decided to change the date of the September meeting.

Commissioner Smith made motion, “To move the September 14th, 2004 regular Commissioner meeting up a week to Tuesday, September 7, 2004 so that all Commissioners could be in attendance. Motion seconded by Commissioner Cameron, AND PASSED 3-0.

There being no other business to come before the Board of Commissioners, Commissioner Busch moved and Commissioner Cameron seconded, to adjourn the meeting, AND PASSED 3-0.
