CALL TO ORDER: Chairperson Craig Smith at 3809 Legoe Bay Road, Lummi Island, WA. 98262 called the Regular Meeting for May 11, 2004 to order, at 7:00 p.m.

PRESENT:  In attendance were Commissioner Bob Busch, Commissioner Smith, Commissioner Pete Cameron, Fire Chief Duncan McLane, and Board Secretary Barbara Wallace.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Motion:
Commissioner Smith made motion, “To approve the minutes of the May 11, 2004 minutes as presented.”  Motion seconded by Commissioner Cameron, AND PASSED 3-0.

PAYROLL:

Commissioner Busch made motion, “To approve the payroll for June 2004.”  Seconded by Commissioner Smith, AND PASSED 3-0.

The Board has requested that John Mulhern be asked to please type his Payroll Time Sheets.

BLANKET VOUCHERS:

The Board of Commissioners, at 3809 Legoe Bay Road, Lummi Island, Wa. 98262 reviewed the regular Blanket vouchers approval documents for June 2004 expenses for approval of payments, on June 8, 2004 and approved.  “Vouchers audited and certified by RCW 42.24.080, and those expenses, reimbursement claims certified as required by RCW 42.24.090, have been made available to the Board.”

Motion:
Commissioner Busch made motion, “To approve the vouchers for June 2004, and approve for payment those vouchers included in the list in the amount of $2,970.14.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Smith, AND PASSED 3-0.

FINANCIAL/SECRETARY REPORTS:

Financial Secretary Barbara Wallace reported to the Board that we have not yet received the financial information from the Courthouse.

Also reported to the Board were the 1st quarter percentages spent: Board of Commissioners 35%, Capital Investments 2%, EMS 23.7%, and Fire 2.3%.

CHIEF’S REPORT:

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

Lummi Island Heritage Trust: This agreement will need all parties to get together.  Commissioner Busch recommends that someone steps up and set up a time and place for this meeting.  Chief McLane stated he would try and work out a meeting.  Commissioner Busch also recommends that our Board meets and go over the information ourselves before this meeting.  Commissioner Busch has asked the Chief to wait until Commissioner Busch notifies him before setting up this meeting.

Levies:  Chief reported that to have a levy on the ballots this year we would have to have the paperwork done by September 14th for the November 2nd election, and July 30th for the September 17th election.

Commissioner Busch stated that if 6 years go for EMS Levies then 2010 is the year that the County and the EMS System will want to be totally out of the EMS business.

Chief and Board Secretary to check into what needs to be done to bring the fire levy back up to the dollar.  Does it need to go back to the voters?

New Truck: Commissioner Busch recommends to remove the radio system and go for the lifetime pump warranty.

Chief McLane informed the Board that to meet the DNR Grant agreement the contract with H & W must be signed by June 10, 2004.  The grant states that we must take possession of the truck by the 31st of March 2005.

Chief McLane was instructed to ask Mark Shinkle of H & W if they are willing to put in a penalty clause of $20,000.00 if delivery date is not met, to make up for the loss of the DNR Grant.

Motion:
Commissioner Smith made motion, “To accept and sign the Bid Agreement from H & W Emergency Vehicles for a 2005 Model Year Ford F-550 4 x 5 cab and chassis built per bid, with the following changes:  Add the Automatic tire chains ($1,800.00) to delete the Chassi Convenience Package which is A/C, Cruise control, tilt, and am/fm radio (-$442.00) and to add the Lifetime Pump Warranty ($500.00).  This will bring the price of the new apparatus to $170,959.00.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Busch, AND PASSED 3-0.

Well:  Commissioner Smith will talk to Mr. Livermore.

NEW BUSINESS:

Commissioner Cameron reported on the Chelan Conference that he attended.  He also brought back a packet of information of Strategic Planning.

Chief McLane informed the Board that the 2003 Annual report has been mailed to all residents of Lummi Island.

Chief McLane informed the Board that our Hazard Mitigation Plan that the District submitted to FEMA meets the criteria of the Disaster Mitigation Act of 2000.  The Board now needs to adopt the Hazard Mitigation Plan.

Motion:
Commissioner Busch made motion, “To approve and adopt the Hazard Mitigation Plan as presented to FEMA (Federal Emergency Management Agency) by Resolution 2004-155. Motion seconded by Commissioner Smith, AND PASSED 3-0.
