CALL TO ORDER: Chairperson Craig Smith at 3809 Legoe Bay Road, Lummi Island, WA. 98262 called the Regular Meeting for May 11, 2004 to order, at 7:05 p.m.

PRESENT:  In attendance were Commissioner Bob Busch, Commissioner Smith, Assistant Chief Curt Stocker, and Board Secretary Barbara Wallace.  Commissioner Pete Cameron and Fire Chief Duncan McLane were excused due to vacation.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Motion:
Commissioner Busch made motion, “To approve the minutes of the March 9, 2004 and the April 14, 2004 minutes as presented.”  Motion seconded by Commissioner Smith, AND PASSED 2-0.

BLANKET VOUCHERS:

The Board of Commissioners, at 3809 Legoe Bay Road, Lummi Island, Wa. 98262 reviewed the regular Blanket vouchers approval documents for May 2004 expenses for approval of payments, on May 11, 2004 and approved.  “Vouchers audited and certified by RCW 42.24.080, and those expenses, reimbursement claims certified as required by RCW 42.24.090, have been made available to the Board.”

The Financial Officer presented financial reports from January to May 2004 to the Board. 

The Board was also informed that the paperwork for the 2003 State Audit has come in and that it is being worked on.

CHIEF’S REPORT:

Assistant Chief Curt Stocker gave the Chief’s report.

Assistant Chief Curt Stocker explained that the main valve on the oxygen system on the aid unit gets left on and this is creating a situation where there could become a potential hazard.  It was recommended that a second cylinder is purchased to keep on hand encase the main on in the aid unit is emptied in error of this valve.  Commissioner Busch has instructed the Assistant Chief to post more signs up to remind personnel to turn this valve off.

Assistant Chief Stocker has become aware of the sale of 3 ½ inch hose and fittings being offered by the Longview Fire Department.  The Board has instructed the Assistant Chief to contact them and find out when the last time this hose has been tested, and to get an estimate of cost.
 OLD BUSINESS:

DNR Agreement.  Commissioner Smith will be in contact with the Board Secretary on May 12, 2004 in regards to the agreement.

Lummi Island Heritage Trust.  This item is being tabled, a meeting with all principle people will try to be arranged to the June Commissioners meeting.

Property.  Elaine Granger had being invited to attend this meeting by Commissioner Busch.  The Board agreed that there should be an agreement in place on the use of this property by John and Elaine Granger.  After Discussion Chairperson Smith recessed the meeting for 20 minutes so that the Board Secretary can type an agreement up.

Meeting reconvened at 8:00 p.m.

A copy of the agreement is attached to these minutes.  The agreement was approved by the Grangers and the Board of Commissioners and signed.  Each party has an original signed copy.

NEW BUSINESS:

Ken Boxx has contacted Commissioner Smith regarding putting a repeater antenna on the Fire District property.  This repeater is to only be for the use of getting this internet service to the Lummi Island Library.  In return the Fire District would received free internet service.  The Board has requested that Mr. Boxx be invited to the June Commissioners meeting and asked to provide a presentation to the Board and the Chief at that time.

ANNOUNCEMENTS:

Frankie Small sent a letter to the Board meeting via Assistant Chief Curt Stocker stating that the Fire Wise program is going well at Scenic Estates.  They had a good turn out for their work party.  Frankie Small is still working on the permit issue with the County and has not received a permit as of this time.
