CALL TO ORDER: Chairperson Craig Smith at 3809 Legoe Bay Road, Lummi Island, WA. 98262 called the Regular Meeting for September 7, 2004 to order, at 7:00 p.m.

PRESENT:  In attendance were Commissioner Bob Busch, Commissioner Craig Smith, Commissioner Pete Cameron, Fire Chief Duncan McLane, and Board Secretary Barbara Wallace.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Motion:
Commissioner Busch made motion, “To approve the minutes of the August 10, 2004 minutes as presented, noting the correct spelling of the Attorneys’ name is Bell not Beld.”  Motion seconded by Commissioner Cameron, AND PASSED 3-0.

PAYROLL:

Motion:
Commissioner Smith made motion, “To approve the payroll for September 2004.”  Seconded by Commissioner Cameron, AND PASSED 3-0.

BLANKET VOUCHERS:

The Board of Commissioners, at 3809 Legoe Bay Road, Lummi Island, Wa. 98262 reviewed the regular Blanket vouchers approval documents for September 2004 expenses for approval of payments, on September 7, 2004 and approved.  “Vouchers audited and certified by RCW 42.24.080, and those expenses, reimbursement claims certified as required by RCW 42.24.090, have been made available to the Board.”

Commissioner Smith made motion, “To approve the vouchers for September 2004, and approve for payment those vouchers included in the list in the amount of $36,977.56.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Busch, AND PASSED 3-0.

Financial Secretary Barbara Wallace reported to the Board that there is no financial report, as the paperwork has not yet been received from the Courthouse.

CHIEF’S REPORT:

Chief Duncan McLane reported to the Board that Rob Seckinger has resigned from the Department.

Chief presented a draft of a “Volunteers needed” flyer that he would like to see mailed to All Island residents.

Chief presented to the Board the Fire Fighter One Schedule.

Chief is looking at applying for pagers in the next round of DNR Grants.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

Commissioner Smith informed the Board that the District did not need to jump through all the hoops for a Class B License on the well at the time of drilling.  The Class B Water System paperwork must be completed at the time that we would go to hook up to the well for water.

Lummi Island Heritage Trust: Commissioner Busch is attempting to set up a meeting with the main personnel, and is still working on it.

Commissioner Busch reported on the EMS meeting at the County Office.  At this time three plans are being put together by District 7, 8 and North Whatcom Fire and Rescue.  Each District is putting together one plan to present.

1. Regular ambulance manned with EMT’s and a floating paramedic in a vehicle to show up on calls that he is need for.

2. 1st Responder/EMT and a Paramedic.

3. A transparent system to the one that we have now.

NEW BUSINESS:

Hilltop Water Association: In regards to the letter received from Hilltop Water Association and after discussion by the Board of Commissioners.

Motion:
Commissioner Busch made motion, “To approve the payment of 25 % ($126.00) for 2005 by Whatcom County Fire District # 11, until such time as we get a working well on the new property.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Smith, AND PASSED 3-0.

Seismic Upgrade: We need to look into getting an architect ready for the Seismic upgrade project when we get the go ahead, and also for future projects that this District will be looking at.

Motion:
Commissioner Smith made motion, “To approve the Chief as the lead person on obtaining an architect for the District.”  Motion seconded by Commissioner Busch, AND PASSED 3-0.

Qualifications: State Licensed, Bonded, and Fire District/Department work experience.

Bruce Schmidt has approached the Fire Chief about possibly purchasing the big rocks that are located on the new property.  Commissioner Busch will research to see how much they are worth. 

Commissioner Smith will contact Jeff Munson at the County to see if we even own the rocks and have the right to sell them.

Chief McLane approached the Board in regards to setting a policy for physicals and how often and how much of the cost would the district cover if personnel chose to go to a different doctor.  Commissioner Busch recommended that we look into the cost of a “3rd Class Flight Physical” which Dr. Tisdall in Bellingham is licensed to give.  They are as complete as we are looking for, and the cost may be comparable.  The Board Secretary will call and get the information.
