APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

CHIEF’S REPORT:

Chairperson Craig Smith turned the floor over to Peter Carletti of Carletti Architectural Services and his Project Manager Tim Goodman at 7:40 p.m.  A copy of the Geiger report that was done two years ago was given to Mr. Carletti.  They reviewed the report and options with the Board.  Mr. Carletti was not comfortable with the numbers in the report and asked if he could have someone else look at the fire station.  The Board stated yes, but if there was to be an expense it would have to be approved by the Board first.
The Board toured the building with Mr. Carletti and Mr. Goodman, they were both positive in the fact that we are heading in the right direction with the station as far as the sesmic upgrade on the station and using it for operations and then looking at what to do across the street for training and administrative staff.  Mr. Carletti gave rough figures for stick frame at $150.00 per square foot, pre engineered is running about $140.00 (Comsteel-Star) and remodel is running about $75.00 to $125.00 per square foot.
Chairperson Craig Smith called for a recess for 15 minutes at 8:25 p.m.

Chairperson Craig Smith reconvened the meeting at 8:40 p.m. at which time he thanked Mr. Carletti and Mr. Goodman for their time, and informational input.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

Well:  Form for site inspection for Whatcom County Health Department to do a site inspection requires a $265.00 check to accompany it.

EMS:  Chief McLane presented the board with a break down of the ALS/BLS calls for 2004.  If we go with BLS transport calls being done by District 8 we need to think about the transport fees, dispatch fees, etc.

At the January meeting we will set a date to visit the Sandy Point Station.

Chairperson Craig Smith called for an executive session to discuss the Lummi Island Heritage Trust water agreement. The executive session will last approximately 30 minutes.  The Board went into executive session at 9:15 p.m. 

The Board came out of executive session at 9:40 p.m.  Chairperson Craig Smith announced that there were no decisions.
