CALL TO ORDER: Chairperson Craig Smith at 3809 Legoe Bay Road, Lummi Island, WA. 98262 called the Regular Meeting for October 14, 2003 to order, at 7:00 p.m.

PRESENT:  In attendance were Commissioner Bob Busch, Commissioner Craig Smith, Commissioner Dave Harmoney, Chief Duncan McLane, and Board Secretary Barbara Wallace.

GUEST:  Colleen O’ McCrory of Wm. T. Follis, Realtors.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Motion:
Commissioner Busch made motion, “To approve the minutes as presented of the September 9, 2003.”  Seconded by Commissioner Harmoney, AND PASSED 3-0.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:
Chairperson Smith turned the floor over to Colleen O’McCrory to go over the property items:

Agreement for Dumping:  Colleen stated that she spoke to Mike Roberts and he will find the permit between Public Works and the Grangers.  He will fax a copy to Colleen.  Chief McLane asked that she also have a copy faxed to the fire station.

The Board reviewed the agreement that Colleen had created.  The Board has asked that “Materials dumped that violate this agreement, the District will have the materials removed at the violators expense.”

Items to be looked at are:

Who is leveling?

What happens to these agreements when the pit is full?

The Board requested that the users are to level at their expense as required.  Agreements can be cancelled at anytime by the District.

Colleen is to rewrite the agreement and present to the Board with the changes.

Colleen presented a copy of the approximate closing costs to the Board.  They are $25,000.00 down payment plus $ 2,517.95 in closing costs for a total of $27,517.95.

Motion:
Commissioner Harmoney made motion, “To appoint Commissioner Smith and Fire Chief McLane as representatives for the walk through with the Grangers.”  Seconded by Commissioner Busch, AND PASSED 3-0.
The question of having a perk test done was brought up, it was decided that seeing the site is mostly gravel it would be unnecessary to have a perk test done at this time.

Commissioner Busch stated that he would take the agreement to the users for signatures when Colleen has it ready.

With regards to the water rights going with the property Malcolm had stated to Chief McLane that it absolutely goes with the property.

Commissioner Harmoney stated that he would speak to the Grangers in regards to having the property surveyed to get survey pins put in at the proper locations.

Board Secretary was asked to speak to Loren (Treasurer for the Hilltop Water Association) to have her get copies of the last couple of water bills for the Granger property to Commissioner Smith.

BLANKET VOUCHERS:

The Board of Commissioners, at 3809 Legoe Bay Road, Lummi Island, Wa. 98262 reviewed the regular Blanket vouchers approval documents for September/October 2003 expenses for approval of payments, on October 14, 2003 and approved.  “Vouchers audited and certified by RCW 42.24.080, and those expenses, reimbursement claims certified as required by RCW 42.24.090, have been made available to the Board,” and with no revisions.

Commissioner Harmoney made motion, “To approve the vouchers for October 14, 2003, and approve for payment those vouchers included in the list, and further described as follows: Vouchers 2003 – 03-184 through 2003 – 03-193, in the amount of $1,113.35.   Motion seconded by Commissioner Smtih, AND PASSED 3-0.

Commissioner Harmoney made motion, “To approve the payroll for October 2003.”  Seconded by Commissioner Smith, AND PASSED 3-0.

With regards to the Heritage Trust Company, Chief McLane stated that he would work on the agreement with Becka and after it was completed he would bring it back to the Board for their approval.
FINANCIAL/SECRETARY REPORTS:

The financial reports for August and September 2003 were presented to the Board.  

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

Commissioner Smith stated that he has spoken with Marilyn Bentley at Whatcom County Building and Codes and that she stated that there would be no building restrictions on the Granger property once purchased by the Fire District.  The District would have to apply for a “Conditional Use Permit.”

Commissioner Busch stated that he has spoken with Mike Swope with regards to renting the use of the Granger property.  Mike Swope has stated that he has no interest in renting the property.

Chief McLane reported that he had contacted Clark Snure in regards with surplusing District items.  There are no statutes, that reasonable and common sense be used.  The District needs to have a resolution listing the items and the reasons for them being surplused.

Placing and ad in the local paper stating the value and items or list of what is available.  The Bunker gear being surplused should be offered by bid to other fire departments/districts.

Make sure that we have a bill of sale.  Make sure that the bill of sale for the bunker gear states that it does not meet with compliance.

The Board has asked Chief McLane to bring the surplus list back to the Board when he feels it is complete.

NEW BUSINESS:

After discussion it was decided that the Board would hold a Budget workshop meeting on Tuesday, October 28th, 2003 at the Fire Hall.

The Board Secretary was asked to make sure that Special Meeting Notices get posted for this meeting.

The November regular meeting date falls on a holiday, it was decided to move the regular November meeting to Monday, November 10, 2003 and have it follow the Public Hearing Meeting for the 2004 Budget.  The Board Secretary is to have this information posted also.
