Well:  Commissioner Busch stated that we could have been underway now but permission for well has not been signed by Hilltop Water.  Now Granger Way Water also needs to be approached to sign off.  Craig was at the last Hill Top Water Board Meeting.  He presented the paperwork to be signed.  They were concerned with using taxpayer’s money being redundant.  Water use by LIFD would not be so frowned upon by Hill Top Water.  Hill Top Water stated that they would support the fire department.

The well issue will be tabled to the April 12, 2005 meeting.

LIHT:  This item is still on hold waiting to hear back from the LIHT.

Copies of the IGC for WGEP original and new were handed out to Commissioner Busch and Commissioner Cameron to review for the next meeting.

NEW BUSINESS:

A standard Hydrant and Standpipe Agreement was sent to Risk Management at WGEP.  Copies were handed out to the Commissioners to review and next month will be placed on the agenda.  This is one that should be put in place with the Cedrus project.

A letter of Intent to purchase should be sent to Chief Russell at Whatcom County Fire Protection District # 7 for the purchase of a 1990 Dodge Caravan in the amount of $500.00.  The Board Secretary will send this letter of intent.
