Cadet Program: This item is to be shelved for now, but maybe revisited in the future.

Motion:
Commissioner Smith made motion, “To have the five (5) personnel that do not have physicals in their files the paperwork to have a physical done.” Motion seconded by Commissioner Cameron, AND PASSED 3-0.

Bad Check Policy: A draft policy is to be presented to the Board for review at the June 2005 meeting.

Respiratory Program: The mandated annual respiratory program will be distributed to all members January of each year.

New R 1113: Chief handed out a packet to the Board of the latest correspondence between the department and H & W Emergency Vehicles.

Commissioner Busch asked the Chief to look into the state “Lemon Law” and see if this situation could fall under that.

Chief McLane asked the Board of Commissioners if they were willing to take a $15,000.00 reduction in price for the new rig and accept a rig that is over weight?

Commissioner Busch made motion, “That the district will absolutely not accept a vehicle that is over weight.” Motion seconded by Commissioner Smith, AND PASSED 3-0.

Chief McLane asked to board what it would like to see done with the new hose that has been purchased for the new R 1113 if it does not meet compliance and is not accepted.  We have a couple of choices, we could not take possession of the hose and will then be charged by Sea Western for the shipping costs, or we could accept the hose and see if any other district would be interested in purchasing it from us at cost.  Commissioner Busch stated he would rather have the district pick up the shipping costs, Commissioner’s Smith and Cameron agreed.

Facilities:  Each Commissioner was giving a project manual to review from Carletti Architects.

Standard Hydrant and Standpipe Agreement: Will be on next month’s agenda.
