UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

Station 2:  Council was asked to review the documents for Station 2, they have stated that the District must receive full market value if we were to sell.  A draft letter was given to the Board to review, this letter will be sent to Scenic Estates urging them to supply any documentation that they may have to us, showing that if Station 2 was not used for a fire station/storage that the title must revert back to them.  Chairman Smith approved of the letter and it was agreed that it is to be sent.
