Insurance:  We do have quotes coming on insurance.  The Board directed the Financial Officer to pay the WGEP Insurance bill for the 2005-2006 year and the board will look at the quotes and comparisons for the following insurance year.

Disaster Preparedness:  We have had a couple of replies as to representatives and tentatively there will be a meeting November 2, 2005.

Standard Hydrant and Standpipe Agreement.

Commissioner Busch made motion, “That all the commissioners have all the information ready for the next board meeting so this issue can be resolved.” Motion seconded by Commissioner Smith, AND PASSED 3-0.

Yellow Truck:  Barb’s Fault… Nothing done on it yet.

Chief McLane asked the board to be able to keep the truck until w have a new truck in service with a calf system.  The cost to keep the old truck is approx. $30.00 to $40.00 per year for insurance.

Commissioner Busch made motion, “To approve keeping the yellow truck (T 1121) until such time, but that training on T 1121 be scheduled for more than once a year.  They motion to surplus T 1121 to be extended until a new R 1113 is in place and we have decided what to do with Station 2.” Motion seconded by Commissioner Cameron, AND PASSED 3-0.
