CALL TO ORDER: Chairperson Craig Smith at 3809 Legoe Bay Road, Lummi Island, WA. 98262 called the Regular Meeting for September 20, 2005 to order, at 7:05 p.m.

PRESENT:  In attendance were Commissioner Craig Smith, Commissioner Robert Busch, Fire Chief Duncan McLane, and Board Secretary Barbara Wallace.  Commissioner Cameron was excused due to being off island for two weeks.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  The September 13, 2005 minutes were presented for approval.

Motion:
Commissioner Smith made motion, “To approve the September 13, 2005 minutes as presented. Motion seconded by Commissioner Busch, AND PASSED 2-0.

Commissioner Smith made motion, “To approve the payroll for September 2005.”  Seconded by Commissioner Busch, AND PASSED 2-0.  

BLANKET VOUCHERS:

The Board of Commissioners, at 3809 Legoe Bay Road, Lummi Island, Wa. 98262 reviewed the regular Blanket vouchers approval documents for September 2005 expenses for approval of payments, on September 20, 2005 and approved.  “Vouchers audited and certified by RCW 42.24.080, and those expenses, reimbursement claims certified as required by RCW 42.24.090, have been made available to the Board.”

Commissioner Busch made motion, “To approve the vouchers for September 2005, and approve for payment those vouchers included in the list in the amount of $109,575.65.” Motion seconded by Commissioner Smith, AND PASSED 2-0.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

Facilities Planning:  Chief McLane asked that we set up a schedule for future Facilities Planning Meetings, after discussion the next meeting was set for October 25, 2005, (4th Tuesday of each month).

Regional Meeting:  The next regional meeting is being set for October 13, 2005 at Whatcom County Fire District # 7’s Church Road Station at 7:00 p.m.  To be notified are District’s 7, 8, 11, and 17.  To be placed on the agenda EMS, Joint Purchasing, and Disaster Preparedness.  

Chief McLane presented a schedule of costs for an EMT Class to the Commissioners; Chief felt that the cost commitment to have an EMT Class totally on island would be $9,500.00.  Chief McLane asked the Board for a commitment for this amount for the 2006 budget.

Fireworks:  Jean Larson called Chief McLane and asked about a Petition to Ban all Fireworks on the Island.    Chief McLane called the Fire Marshall who stated that they would not take a stand Yeah or Nay.  Sheriff Elfo stated that it would be fine to put the law in place, but enforcement would be the issue.

The Board of Commissioners recommend that they support the laws of Whatcom County and that the Fire District is not in the job of enforcement nor do they have the authority.

Disaster Preparedness:  John Granger called the Chief who would be the lead agency in the case of a major snow storm, North Easterner, Major Disaster stating that we need a department plan for any type of natural disaster.  Chief McLane asked John Granger if he would be the point person on this project.  We would need a department plan for natural disasters/crisis including food/water, lights, heat, medicine, and security.

Chief McLane has left supplies of the “Disaster Preparedness Handbooks” around the island and they are disappearing quickly.

We have been required to, by Resolution adopt NIMS as required for the FEMA Grant.  This resolution will be presented for acceptance and signatures at the October meeting.

Commissioner Busch stated that trucks have been dumping stuff from the store into the dump site across the road.  Chief McLane stated that he had given permission for them to do so.  

Commissioner Busch requested that from this time forward that after Fire District permission is granted, then permission must be obtained from the two contractors who paid for the permit.

NEW BUSINESS:

Resolution # 2005- 158 Supporting the EMS Levy has been presented to the Board for approval.

Motion:
Commissioner Smith made motion, “To accept Resolution # 2005-158 supporting the EMS Levy.”  Motion seconded by Commissioner Busch, AND PASSED 2-0.

This resolution will be brought in front of the Board again at the next meeting to have Commissioner Cameron vote on and sign.
