It was discussed as to whether an insurance claim should be submitted.  It was decided that the amount of the damage was so minor that an insurance claim would not be worth it.

Commissioner Busch reported that the drawings of a concept for across the street for the new building will be done by Paul Washington.  He does not teach drafting as thought but teaches carpentry.  Paul will draft drawings at no cost to the Fire District.
